H.E.L.P. counteracts effects of chronic pain in the workplace

Pain survivor and M.D. join forces to help improve lives and business

ORLANDO, Fla. (March 9, 2006) -- Chronic pain has a $100-billion annual impact on businesses and corporations, according to the National Pain Education Council. Absenteeism, insurance claims, workers’ compensation and lost productivity costs are rising.

“Real, true and lasting progress begins when a pain survivor talks directly to another survivor. This is a key to H.E.L.P.’s effectiveness,” Jones says. 

H.E.L.P participants learn how to be active and productive, even if they live with chronic pain, he says.

“H.E.L.P. focuses on the whole person – mind, body and spirit – to help individuals cope with pain and learn treatment options,” says Jones, who inspires individuals to adopt real-time tools that have helped him and thousands of others.

Evans Amune, M.D., is a board certified pain specialist who utilizes innovative and traditional techniques to provide personalized treatment. 

“We create an incentive and desire for wellness,” Jones says,  “so that each person develops and maintains a positive state of mind, a great attitude and a strong work ethic.”
